Theme:  Cub Scout Olympics and Fishing Derby

When:  Saturday April 22.  The Cub Scout Olympics opening ceremony will be at 9am at the amphitheatre at the main lake at Camp Crooked Creek.

Where:  Camp Crooked Creek (CCC).  Camping will be at the “Cub World” campground located as soon as you enter the CCC property.  Fishing will be at the main lake at the back of the CCC property.  Just follow the road until it ends to get to the lake.

Details:  Fishing will begin shortly after the opening ceremony and last until approximately 11:30am.  At that time, you get in your cars and drive to Cub World for lunch.  The remainder of the event will be at Cub World.  Gold, silver, and bronze medals will be awarded for largest fish by weight.  (If you are arriving Saturday morning, there will be time to set up your campsites later in the day.)

The afternoon session will be the Cub Scout Olympics.  The events will include target games, relay games, Cub Scout Jeopardy, obstacle course, disc golf, javelin, discus, shot put, and more.  Times and scores will be kept and gold, silver, and bronze medals will be awarded in the evening.  (Please keep the boys away from the event setups until Olympics begin.) Evening entertainment will include a flag retirement and skits.  Packs joining our Camp-o-ree are asked to have a skit, run-on, story, or song to perform during the evening entertainment.   

Friday night camping is optional, but you are on your own.

Cost:  $8.00 each (Scout, adult, brothers/sisters over 5 years old).  There will be a registration table at the lunch line at the pavilion at Cub World after fishing has concluded on Saturday.  

What is included:  Lunch (Tacos-in-a-bag), event patch, and a full day of entertainment.

What to bring:  Your own fishing poles and bait.  Your own camping gear, drinks, and dinner/breakfast supplies.
